EFU Guaranteed Acceptance Plan is a high-value unit linked life assurance plan which provides with a
substantially higher unit allocation in the initial policy years leading to rapid accumulation of cash
values. This plan is specifically designed to accommodate your coverage needs, providing an
opportunity to anyone to enjoy attractive benefits, as no underwriting conditions are applied which
can restrict you to get insurance coverage.

The fund accumulated through the plan may be used for achieving multi-purposes in life from
maintaining a good lifestyle to the fulfillment of your responsibility towards your loved ones. In this
plan, you can select the most attractive fund option with the flexibility of accessing your savings
whenever you need them in life. Also, it provides you a facility of inflation protection benefit to hedge
against inflation.

The premiums of the plan will be utilized to purchase units in the fund selected by the policy holder.

Inflation Protection

will be automatically updated in line with inflation every year regardless of your health conditions. Once
you select this option, the Main Plan premium will increase 5% of the previous year’s premium, with an
appropriate increase in the benefits attached, if any.

Fund Acceleration Premiums

This benefit acknowledges the fact that you may have
surplus cash available at any point in your life.
Guaranteed Acceptance Plan is a regular premium plan
but also gives you the flexibility to top-up your savings by
depositing your surplus funds as lump sum premiums in
the plan. These lump sum premiums, called “Fund
Acceleration Premiums” (FAP) payments can be made at
commencement or at any point while the policy is
in-force. The FAP payments will increase the cash value of
your plan, but will not affect the sum assured. The
minimum FAP payment is Rs. 50,000.

Accidental Death Benefit (Built in):

Along with the Natural Death Benefit, the plan offers you an added level of protection by offering
Accidental Death Benefit as a built-in feature of the product. Under this Benefit, in case of accidental
death of the policy holder before age 60, an additional lump sum benefit will be paid to the
beneficiaries. The amount of payout is equal to 100% of the Main Plan Sum Assured. This accidental
benefit will be in addition to the Natural Death Benefit specified above.

Eligibility
The minimum age at entry of the life assured, is 25 years and the maximum age at entry is 65
years next birthday.

Basic Premium
The minimum annual Basic Plan regular premium is Rs. 50,000 per annum and the Maximum Annual
basic regular premium is Rs. 1,000,000 per annum.

Sum Assured

Sum Assured is determined as Annual Premium times the Protection Multiple. This is a limited cover plan
and provides a year wise death benefit as mentioned above. The maximum limit of Sum Assured is up
to Rs. 4,000,000. The different level of sum assured based on protection multiple is mentioned below:

Access to your Savings

Nobody can predict the future. If your circumstances change and you need to access the cash, your
plan can be encashed for the full bid value of units without having to pay the surrender penalty after
the second annual premium has been paid. Please remember that the value in the first few years is
likely to be low since the plan is designed for long term capital gains.

Alternatively, you may just want a small proportion of the capital you have accumulated. The plan
gives you the facility to make partial withdrawals at any time while continuing to make premiums and
keeping the plan in place. This facility is subject to at least Rs. 50,000 remaining as basic cash value
after such withdrawals.

Automatic Non Forfeiture Option

If premium payments are stopped due to any reason after paying at least two full years’ premiums, the
Company will keep the basic policy in force for a period of one year from the date of first unpaid
premium. During this one year period, the Company will cancel enough units to pay for the cost of
maintaining the cover and for administration. At the end of this period, if the policy has a cash value, it
will be converted to “Paid-up” policy. In such a case, no further premiums would be payable and the
amount payable on death or maturity will be equal to the Cash Value of the policy. At each policy
anniversary, the Company will cancel enough units to pay for the administration cost for maintaining
the policy.
