Disclosure of Product:

This is a Family takaful product which has two distinct elements i.e., Protection and Investment. The
Investment Component is linked to the performance of underlying assets under unit linked fund(s).

Free Look Period:

If you decide to cancel your membership within fourteen days of receiving the membership document,
you are entitled for a full refund of Contribution as a benefit less any expenses incurred by EFU Life -
WTO in connection with our medical or clinical examinations.

Planning for the well-being of those who depend on us is one of the biggest responsibilities in our
lives. But it all becomes manageable if we have a reliable plan in place. And once we know that we
and our family is well protected against major life uncertainties, the overall quality of our lives can
improve significantly.

EFU Hemayah Takaful Humsafar Plan is a Shariah-compliant joint life unit-linked whole-of-life plan
providing coverage to both Participants together, allowing savings to be accumulated for the
family in the event of either spouse’s untimely demise.

What is Takaful?

Takaful is a Shariah-compliant way of safeguarding yourself
and your family against future financial losses. Individuals in
the community unite for a coonmon purpose and contribute
to a Wagf fund operated by a Takaful operator to protect
themselves against future financial losses. A Family Takaful
Plan assists participants in sharing their risk on the basis of
cooperation, brotherhood, mutuality, and solidarity for the
common good.

A unit-linked Participants’ Investment
Fund (PIF) comprising Shariah-Com-
pliant investments. The objective of the
fund is to maximize capital growth by
investing in a portfolio spread across a
wide range of investments such as
Islamic  mutual funds, approved
equities, term deposits in Islamic Banks,
and Sukuk Bonds.

EFU Takaful Conservative Fund has a
conservative investment allocation strategy
and low risk. This is a unit-linked
Participants’  Investment Fund  (PIF)
comprising Shariah-compliant government
securities, non-equity Shariah coplant
mutual funds, Shariah-compliant short-term
deposits, and cash in Islamic banks or
Islamic windows of conventional banks. The

A unit-linked Participants’ Investment
Fund (PIF) comprising Shariah-Compli-
ant investments, aimed at maximizing
capital growth by using investments
with an aggressive market outlook.

fund aims to provide stable investment
returns with minimal risk and is suitable in
times of the volatile stock market.
Multiple Fund Option:
Under this option you have a facility to select a mix of two unit linked funds of the plan. Fund mix can
be selected in multiples of 10%.
*EFU Takaful Conservative Fund to be selected by default

Surplus Sharing - A Unique Feature Of Takaful:

Takaful offers the unique feature of surplus sharing to Participants in addition to risk
mitigation benefits. By contributing Tabarru (donation) to the Participants’ Takaful Fund
(PTF), the Participant may be entitled to a share of possible surplus funds. At the end of each
year, EFU Life will determine the surplus in the PTF based on the method approved by the
Shariah Advisor and Appointed Actuary.

A part of the surplus may be distributed back to you in the form of Bonus Units through an
additional unit allocation in your PIA. These Bonus Units will enhance the Cash Value of your
takaful plan.




Access to your savings - Complete and Partial Surrender:

Nobody can predict the future. If your circumstances change and you require funds during
the Membership Term, you can encash your Plan for the total cash value in the PIA at any
time after the second year’s regular contribution payment. WTO will charge another
Wakalat-ul-Istismar fee which would be equivalent to 50% of cash value at the time of
surrender before payment of two full-year contribution.

Alternatively, you may just want a small portion of the capital you have built up; the Plan
gives you the facility to make a partial withdrawal at any time whilst continuing to make
contributions and keeping the plan in force. Please note that this facility is subject to a
minimum of Rs. 50,000 remaining as Basic Cash value after such withdrawals.

Death Benefit:

With Hemayah Takaful Humsafar Plan, both the
primary Takaful Participant and the spouse get
their lives covered at the same time. The
beneficiary can use the sum covered to meet
their expenses etc.

1. On 1st Death, the benefit payable will be sum
covered.

2. After the 1st Death, the Surviving Participant
will have the option of EITHER continuing
paying the Regular Contribution OR ceasing
paying the Regular Contribution.

i If the surviving Participant continues paying
the Regular Contribution, the benefit payable on
death will be the Sum Covered Plus Total Cash
Value.

ii: If the surviving Participant ceases paying the
Regular Contribution, the policy will continue for
a term of next 10 years (subject to the maximum
age of 70). The benefit payable on death will the
sum of Sum Covered and Total Cash Value.

3: In case both Participants die at the same time,
the benefit payable on death will be the sum of
Sum Covered and Total Cash Value.

Additional Benefits:

The plan offers various additional benefits which
may be attached to the basic plan to enhance
your coverage level. These riders are:

Additional Term Takaful:

The Plan has a guaranteed level of life cover
which depends on the age at commencement of
the Plan. However, in many circumstances, such
as having many family dependents or young
children, you may feel that the Basic Sum
Covered would not provide sufficient financial
protection in the unfortunate event of your
death. The Additional Term Takaful Benefit is
payable upon first death of any one of the
Takaful Participants.

Takaful Accidental Death Benefit:

This additional benefit pays out an additional
lump-sum amount in the case of the first
accidental death of either of the Takaful
Participants.

Takaful Family Income Benefit:

In addition to the lump sum payable on death,
your dependents may also require a regular
monthly income to maintain a decent lifestyle.
This additional benefit will provide a monthly
income payable for the remaining term of the
Plan in case of the death of either of the Takaful
Participants.

Other Important Features:
Eligibility:

The minimum and maximum ages at the entry
of both lives covered range from 20 to 50 years
next birthday respectively.

Term:

This is a whole-of-life Plan. It provides you with
the benefits of protection and investment
throughout your life. This open-ended nature
of the Plan ensures you can withdraw your
funds at any point in time, based on your needs
and circumstances.

Contribution:
The minimum regular contribution for basic plan is
PKR 50,000 per anum.

Contribution Payment Term

(on 1st death):

On the 1st death, the following options for
contribution payment will be provided to the
surviving Life:

1. Contribution for the next 10 years will be
waived after which Plan is terminated. (by
default).

2. Surviving life can opt to pay contribution to
continue to accumulate savings.




Fund Acceleration Contribution
(Lump Sum Adhoc Contribution):

In case the Participant has extra funds available,
the Plan provides the flexibility to invest these to
provide a boost to your savings. These lump-sum
contributions are called Fund Acceleration
Contributions (FAC).

Unit Allocation:
The allocation of the annual basic plan contribution
to buy units in the selected fund is as follows:

Sum covered is equal to the Protection Multiple
X Annual Basic Plan Contribution. Protection

Inflation Protection:

This option gives you the security and peace of
mind of knowing that the benefits provided

by your plan will be updated to hedge against
inflation every year regardless of your health.

Once you select this option, the contribution will
increase every year by 5% of the prior year's
contribution, thus channeling this increase in
contribution to boost your accumulation of
capital.
